Getting Ready for 
the High Holidays

The summer is still in full swing, 
but HINDA is already busy making 
sure the upcoming High Holiday sea-
son is meaningful for the thousands 
of Jews incarcerated throughout the 
state of Illinois.

Lacking the more traditional trap-
pings of synagogue services, there 
is a danger that these pivotal days 
could pass by unnoticed. HINDA 
works hard to ensure that the pow-
erful holidays of Rosh Hashana, Yom 
Kippur, and Sukkot are all transfor-
mative days for ALL Jews.

Rosh Hashana and Yom Kippur 
are marked by special (and more 
lengthy than usual) prayers, requir-
ing a separate prayer book.

As part of the preparations for 
Rosh Hashana and Yom Kippur, 
Rabbi Scheiman travels up and down 
the State delivering Machzors (the 
special holiday prayer books) and 
other holiday items.

The spiritual climax of Rosh 
Hashana takes place with the sound-
ing of the shofar. The Aleph Institute 
has successfully arranged to provide 
some prisons with shofars. As part of 
his visits, Rabbi Scheiman is training 
inmates at these prisons to properly 
blow the prescribed shofar sounds. 
This way fellow inmates will be able 
to fulfill the mitzvah of hearing the 
shofar on Rosh Hashana.

Additionally, there is a custom to 
hear the shofar sounded every day 
during the Jewish month of Elul, the 
month preceding Rosh Hashana. The 
plaintive call of the shofar awakens 
feelings of repentance and helps us 
prepare for the upcoming holidays.

During the entire month, Rabbi 
Scheiman will be bringing along a 
shofar to be sounded at all facilities 
he visits. This way, the beautiful cus-
tom will be a reality for so many.

Just ten days after Rosh Hashana 

comes the holiest day of the year, 
Yom Kippur.

Many inmates plan to fast this 
year on Yom Kippur, some for the 
first time in their lives.

Rabbi Scheiman will be arrang-
ing with the food service supervi-
sors that these inmates receive their 
meals after the fast ends, enabling 
them to perform this mitzvah.

Closer to the holiday of Sukkot, 
Rabbi Scheiman will be delivering 
Lulav and Esrog sets to certain pris-
ons for the Jewish inmates to use. 

The Lulav and Esrog are a beautiful 
symbol of what HINDA represents. 
This bundle of greenery and citron 
remind us of the united nature of all 
types of Jews. The HINDA Institute 
embodies this feeling, reaching out to 
Jews who may feel rejected or alone, 
showing them that they too are part 
of  a greater Jewish community.

obligation with house arrest, and of course a 5 day check in period I have 
to complete.

So again I would sincerely like to thank all of you for making a tough 
situation of jail and prison just so much easier and nicer… don’t know 
what I would have done without your expected visitations… they kept 
me looking forward to the coming months… and made time fly seemingly 
faster.
